HISTORY
In history, the children will be
learning about the Great Fire of
London.

ENGLISH - WRITING

start the half term by writing
descriptive sentences. 
 They will then move on to  learning
how to write diary entries.
Finally, the children will learn how
to write letters.
Reception children will continue to
complete Drawing Club.  This half
term, they will begin to extend their
sentences.

ART
This half term the children will
be using a range of natural
materials creatively to design
and make products.

SCIENCE
This half term, the children will be
learning about plants and what
they need to grow.  They will also
develop their observation skills
and learn how to identify a
variety of plants and trees. 

We will also be looking at the four
seasons.

ENGLISH - READING 
During this half term, the
children will be once again
taking part in their RWI phonics
and reading programme.

RELGIOUS EDUCATION
