Maths

CGP Book – pages 3-5 (inclusive)
Extend at home using real objects ie lego pieces – put into two piles – which has more/fewer.  How can you check?  
Ordering numbers – again this can be done practically if you write the numbers on small pieces of paper and mix them up – your child then sorts them and puts them in the correct order. 
Extension:  numbers 10-20,   25-35 etc 
When recording in the box on the bottom of page 5 to extend use number ideas above ie write numbers 25-35
