[bookmark: _GoBack]Making your own pan pipes:

You will need:
At least 8 large plastic straws
Scissors
Sticky tape (or glue – just takes longer, as you have to leave it to dry before using/testing pipes)
Ruler/measuring tape
Card (recycled for a cereal box will work)

To make:
1. Once you have your straws ready – start to measure them. You want each one to be roughly 1.5cm longer than the one next to it (9/10.5/12/13.5/15/16.5/18/19.5).  Measure twice, mark once!
2. Once they are all measured/marked, cut carefully.
3. Lay all the straws next to each other - smallest to largest.
4. Cut a piece of card the slightly longer  to stick them to.
5. Place the straws in order, one at a time, and stick them to the card – try to avoid large gaps – make sure they are level and sitting just above the card strip – so it is easier to blow over them.
6. Try blowing over the pipes to hear different notes (practise 1st – flute “style” – hand held flat below chin, top lip/teeth over bottom lip, blow down so that you can feel it on your hand)
