Investigating friction
Different surfaces create different amounts of friction.
The amount of friction created by an object moving over a surface depends on the roughness of the surface and the object, and the force between them.

This week at home can you carry out your own friction experiment.
You will need something that will roll: toy car, marble, ball

Measuring tape/ruler
Method
1. Create your ramp.
2. Predict which surface will create  the most friction.
3. Roll the car or object you have from the top of the ramp on to different surfaces such as grass, carpet, concrete, gravel, tiles.
4.  Measure and record how far the car or objects travels along the different surfaces.
