Look for e-book library quite near the top and click on the arrow. 
Scroll down until you see four headings one of which is Levels. 
On the dropdown menu click on Book Band. 
Select the colour that your child is on and hopefully a range of books 
will appear that you can read! 
If the level is too easy or your child would like a challenge – try the 
next level.   
Have fun exploring!   Some of the books have interactive activities the 
children can do too.
