Smaug has a hard, sly sound to it; it feels cruel and unpleasant, like smog and smug. Bilbo Baggins and Billy Huggins both sound rather cuddly and harmless. Thorin Oakenshield sounds strong, brave and heroic. 

3. Read this extract from Daffodils by William Wordsworth and then describe its (a) rhyming structure and (b) metre (rhythm).
			I wandered lonely as a cloud
That floats on high o'er vales and hills,
When all at once I saw a crowd,
A host, of golden daffodils;
Beside the lake, beneath the trees,
Fluttering and dancing in the breeze.

a. Lines one and three rhyme with each other and so do lines two and four. The last two lines – five and six – also rhyme. (This is sometimes written as ABABCC.)
b. The metre maintains a simple rhythm of eight syllables or beats per line although the last line has to squash the word ‘fluttering’ into two syllables for it to work properly. (Incidentally, the following verses have sixth lines that scan better than in this first verse.)
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
