	Weight – Lighter or Heavier?

10 second challenge: Find one item that is heavy and one item which is light! 3,2,1.. GO!
Can you write a sentence telling me which item is heavier? 

Take a look at the powerpoint to see if you can predict which object would be heavier or lighter.

Play a game of heavier or lighter (similar to higher or lower). Adults: arrange a line of various objects with different weights in a line but cover them all up with sheets/towels. Reveal the first item on the end, ask the child if they think the next item will be lighter or heavier than that. Continue until the end. Children can feel the items to see which weighs more. 

Extra challenge: Have a go at ordering each of the pictures (these could be drawn if you do not have a printer) from lightest to heaviest!
