	The Green Turtle has 4 flippers. It has a hard shell and scales. They are a greenish colour.

	Diet
	Green Turtle eat seagrass, algae, jellyfish and the fruits of mangrove trees.

	Movement
	Green Turtles use their strong flippers to glide through the water. On land they are heavy and slow.

	Habitat
	Green Turtles live mainly in tropical seas, where the water is warm.
