Task 2- Paddington is feeling homesick and is missing Peru. Can you find out what Paddington might eat in Peru other than marmalade!? Use the search engine ‘Kiddle’ or look in some books to find out what spectacled bears eat. Don’t forget your capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.

Task 3- Can you create him a menu? Write his menu in a list. Add some interesting adjectives to make the menu really mouth-watering! I wonder what he might choose?

2-Imagine you are Paddington and you want to send a postcard to Aunt Lucy telling her all about life in London.
If you aren’t sure what the London Underground is or what it looks like, this is a good webpage to use:
https://kids.kiddle.co/London_Underground

You need to tell Aunt Lucy that you have arrived safely, where you are staying and what London is like.
Plan your postcard using the following prompts-
*How did you meet the Browns?
*Who are the Browns? (their names and a bit about them)
*What happened when you had your first bath?
*What food have you eaten?
*What was your trip like on the underground?
*What happened to you at Barkridges?

*Don’t forget to be polite and ask how Aunt Lucy is or a ‘wish you were here’, for example.


Think of some ways to start your sentences so that it sounds like Paddington is talking to Aunt Lucy e.g. “You’ll never believed what happened…
As you write your postcard, keep reading it aloud and looking for any mistakes or parts you could improve.
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[image: ]3- Think of some ways you could describe the Browns. Write them all down as you think of them. Group the adjectives together (kind, welcoming, smiling).
Adjectives are often used to tell a reader more about something, adding some description or detail.

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5- Collect adjectives for each of the people and places shown in the boxes opposite. 

Go back to your postcard and add at least one adjective to your writing to help Aunt Lucy imagine the scene more clearly (a heavy suitcase, a blue duffle coat, a smelly bacon sandwich, etc.)

6- Write a newspaper article for the ‘Portobello Post’ telling the story of Mr Brown’s (and Paddington’s) win in the painting competition. 
Try and include- 
*Relative clauses (adding extra information) you could use brackets
* Commas
* A dash Y5/6
* Quotes from another character related to the event


You could include an interview with the characters and even a picture of the winning masterpiece!












	Science/ Geography:

Reception/ Year 1- Think about what you would pack in your suitcase if you were going to visit the Spectacled Bears (Andean Bear) in Peru? You could draw or write about these things.

Find Peru on a map, an atlas or a globe. Can you find Lima where Aunt Lucy lives with the retired bears?
Y1 and above- Use books and the internet to research the Spectacled Bear (Andean Bear). You could use the headings below as a guide to create a fact file about the bear.
Habitat- A description or a picture to show where Spectacled Bears live. Try and find Peru and Lima where Aunt Lucy in Paddington Bear lives.
Picture/ photo- What does the bear look like?
Interesting fact- Draw or write something interesting about this animal.
Eats- What do Spectacled Bears eat? Are they carnivores, herbivores or omnivores?
Animal: Are they a bird, mammal, fish, reptile or amphibian?
Years 3/4/5/6-How does it adapt to its environment?
