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               5-week Animal Project

EYFS/Year 1
Create a picture to show how the sea became salty, and add a caption to your picture to explain what is happening.

Years 2/3
Create a story board of the story to show the key events. Remember to add a caption to each picture to describe what is happening.

Years 4/5/6
Write your own myth to explain why the sea is salty. (It will need to explain how salt got into the sea).

Who is David Attenborough?
EYFS/Year 1
Use ‘kiddle’ to find a picture of David Attenborough. Can you write some words to describe him?

Years 2/3
Find out who David Attenborough is and what he is famous for. (You can use the internet to research him, watch video clips). Write a fact file about David Attenborough based upon your research.
Years 4/5/6
Who is David Attenborough? Research his main achievements and write a biography about him.

Notice how each clip tells a story of that particular animal….
Your mission is to choose a sea creature (fish, mammal, mollusc…) and to create a narrative about that sea creature in the style of blue planet. You will need to find out facts about your sea creature first (appearance, size, diet, how it moves, how it is adapted to live in the sea, behaviour). You will then need to decide what you want to tell the audience about your animal.
EYFS/Year 1:
This could be you describing your sea creature (what it looks like, what it eats)
Year 2/3
This could be you describing an aspect of the behaviour of your sea creature (e.g. hunting for food)
Year 4/5/6
This could be you creating a real-life story about your sea creature based upon it’s behaviour, where the audience really connect with your animal (like the fish using tools, or the clownfish teamwork).
You can write, perform your narrative to your family, record your narrative and upload it to dojo…the choice is yours.
You may wish to use a video clip that you have found to provide your own narration, or produce some art work to go with your ‘story.’

All year groups:
Salt water experiment.
Mix a teaspoon of salt into 50ml (approx) of water and stir. What do you notice happens to the salt?
Pour the salt water mixture into a shallow dish (e.g. a shallow bowl/plate/saucer) and leave on a sunny windowsill. What do you notice?
After a few days, record what you noticed. Can you explain what happened to the salt and water using scientific vocabulary?
