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Giant pandas live in the hills in China. They can not live lower down any more because there is not enough space for food.  They need to eat A LOT of bamboo everyday.








There are only about 1500 giant pandas left in the wild. There are about 200 in captivity. It is very difficult for pandas to have cubs in captivity and nobody really knows why.


When the cub is born it is very tiny and it hard for the mother to protect it.


 





The grey wolf used to live all over the world. But now there are so many people that there is not enough space for them in many places.








Wolves live in Spain, France, Poland, Germany and Russia





Many wolves have been pushed out of their homes in forests and woods because people have cut the trees down. This means that many wolves have been aggressive to humans and now they have a real image problem. Everyone thinks they are very fierce when really they are terrified of people!





Wolves are very loving creatures to each other. They live in big family groups called packs. When wolves have had cubs together they stay together for their whole lives.





There are 99 different types of lemur and they all look different. They all live in an island called Madagascar near Africa.

Out of these 4, only the Iberian lynx and the Canadian lynx are endangered. They are endangered because they have very beautiful fur and in the past many people killed the lynx to make fur clothes.

The Canadian Lynx also has a problem with global warming. It likes to live and catch its food in very cold, snowy places, but as the world gets warmer there is less and less snow for the lynx to live in.





Manatees are swimming mammals. They are very big and they swim very slowly. They are related to elephants. Manatees have a very gentle and friendly natures. Sometimes manatees are called ‘sea cows’.








Manatees live in shallow warm shallow sea in lots of different parts of the world. They are endangered because humans have lots of fast boats which a pushed forward by a propeller. Propellers are sharp and the manatees cannot get out of the way fast enough so they are often hurt by the boats.

The Ocelot lives in North and South America. It looks like a domestic cat with leopard spots.





Ocelots are very beautiful. They are endangered because many people have killed them for their fur. 


They are nocturnal animals and they like to live alone. They can hunt in the trees or on the ground.

Polar bears live in the Arctic Circle. They are born and live on the sea ice. They eat seals which live in the sea with them. 








Polar bears are have enormous paws which help them to swim and walk on the snow.





Polar bears are the largest bears in the world. The male bears are twice as big as the females. Polar bears have special fur which can keep them warm even in freezing cold water!





Polar bears are endangered because humans hunted and killed them for many years. Global warming means that there is not as much ice for the bears to hunt on and live on. 





The red panda lives in the Himalayan mountains in Asia. It mostly eats bamboo, but sometimes eats eggs, birds and insects too. It usually comes out at night and sleeps during the day.








The red panda is arboreal, which means it lives most of its life in the trees. It is a bit bigger than a domestic cat. Red Panda’s are endangered because people are using the land where they live for farms and cutting the trees which the red pandas need to live in and to eat.





Sea otters live in the cold North Pacific Sea near Alaska and Asia. They have very special, thick fur with can keep them warm and dry. Otters spend nearly all their life in the sea. They eat shellfish which they crack open with their teeth.








Otters are endangered because lots of humans used to hunt them for their thick, waterproof fur.





Sea otters hunt and forage alone. They rest in large groups called ‘rafts’. There are usually between 10 and 100 otters in a raft, but the biggest raft ever seen had 2000 otters in it!








There are 6 species of tigers which are alive today. 3 are already extinct. 





All the different types of tiger look similar with orange fur and dark stripes. The white tiger is the same as the Bengal tiger but is sometimes born white. There are very rare. 





Tigers used to live all over Asia but their population is shrinking all the time and now the only live in the south and south east. They are endangered because people have hunted them for their beautiful fur.





There are 12 different types of tree kangaroo and they all look a bit different. They only live in certain parts of Australia. Most of them like to live in the mountains.








Tree kangaroos are endangered because the trees that they live in are being chopped down by people.





Tree kangaroos are not very good at walking on the ground because they have a very heavy tail and they have to lean forward to balance. They are very good climbers and spend a lot of time in the trees.
